domestic regulatory legal acts are studied). The
student develops readiness to formulate and
reasonably express opinions on the issues of
organisation of psychological and pedagogical
support of children with special needs in the
conditions of integrated education in inclusive
school, based on the principles of tolerance and
humanism. Effective communication based on
cultural and moral values is carried out for
successful professional and social activities. The
management of inclusive processes in education is
positioned as a value oriented development of
social awareness.
