Particular attention is paid to the legal nature of competitive relations,
instruments for restricting monopolistic activity and the formation of a fair
market environment. The course examines the sources and stages of the
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formation of antitrust legislation, its main categories and concepts, as well as
legal measures to prevent and suppress unfair competition and abuse of a
dominant position in the market. The forms of state intervention in the
economy for the purpose of protecting competition are analyzed, including
antitrust regulation of government activities and control over trading
activities. The procedures for initiating and considering cases of violations
of antitrust legislation by authorized bodies and judicial authorities are
considered.
